In October, the Oregon Superintendent of Public Instruction issues a report card for every public elementary and secondary school in Oregon and every school district. This report card combines state and federal ratings, with the state rating authorized by the Legislature and the federal rating through the No Child Left Behind Act. In Oregon, only schools receive state ratings. Schools and districts both receive federal adequate yearly progress (or AYP) ratings. District report cards show the district’s federal rating and the state ratings of all of its schools.
The 2006-07 reports cards for Winston-Dillard School District are the highest cumulative ratings received by the district since the induction of Oregon report cards in the year 2000.   The higher ratings can be attributed to steady improvement in reading, math, writing and attendance over the past four years. We would like to acknowledge the hard work of students, parents, teachers, principals and community stakeholders in this success and improvement.
